The applicant, Mr. Rennie Cauchie, responded that from the documentation he 
acquired in regards to the landfill, approximately in 1990 the Provincial 
Government or Alberta Environment removed the top and capped it.  The water 
concerns are late, as they don’t allow water wells in the area and contamination of 
the soil may have already resulted, and Alberta Environment will not dig up the 
landfill to dispose of the contaminated soil.

History of Child Care since 2006 

In 2006 there was a needs assessment done which showed that Child Care is in the top 3 needs for our 
area. At that time the MD of Greenview had Trina Carroll the FCSS Manager and the Town of Valleyview 
had Pam Hodgson the Early Intervention Worker look into Child Care and begin the process of creating 
Child Care spaces. A steering committee was created and they opened a Society called “Valleyview and 
Area Early Learning and Child Care Centre Society”. The society then completed the licensing process 
with the centre name as “Knowledge Tree Early Learning and Child Care Centre”. At that time a number 
of options were looked at for space but they were not affordable for a non-profit society. Coincidentally 
St. Stephen’s School along with Holy Family School Division were looking at opening a preschool type 
environment and asked for a partnership. They offered Knowledge Tree space within the school which 
has been operating since (2008?). This partnership has been a success but only partly meets the needs 
of the community.  

 

Child Care before 2006 

There was a Child Care Centre housed within St. Stephens’ previous school. It was incorporated in June 
of 1987, housed 35 plus children and ran for 28 years. When the old school was demolished, the non-
profit centre did not have the funds available to be included in the new school being built. All moneys 
and assets of the old day care were given to the new society. 

 

Partnerships 

A. St. Stephen’s School 
Our main partner has been St. Stephen’s School. We have operated as a Child Care and a Preschool 
within the one classroom they have provided. We began with a Child Care type facility and were open 
from 7am to 6pm. There were however difficulties in trying to provide this type of care in the space 
provided because we were limited to a small space, did not have a direct phone line to use after school 
hours and during the summer, no air conditioning with the hot summer months, and the school doors 
needed to be kept locked after school hours which made it difficult for parents to get in the building. 
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On the positive the School has been very willing to partner with Knowledge Tree to make things work. 
They have offered their gym and library for our children as well as the staffroom and photocopier. They 
have invited us to join in some of their school activities including the Christmas concert. All in all it has 
been a wonderful experience.  

However because of some of the previous difficulties mentioned we changed the program from a Child 
Care Centre to more of a Preschool type centre. It operates from 8:30am to 3:00pm and cares for 3 year 
olds on Monday and Wednesday and 4 year olds on Tuesday and Thursday. 

B. Supports to Early Learning Programs – also known as The Network 
The Network is a regional support system, contracted by the government through Stepping Stones 
Society in Grande Prairie. Its mandate is to provide services to licensed Child Care programs, community 
agencies and affiliated organizations. They provide on-site visits, provider and parent workshops, 
training and lending resources to meet the growing demands for high quality Child Care. The Network is 
also available to help groups wanting to create Child Care spaces within their communities. 
 
The Early Learning Consultants for the High Prairie and Area Chapter cover from High Prairie, Falher, 
Valleyview, and Ridgevalley to Fox Creek. We have been fortunate enough to have had the consultants 
based out of Valleyview as they are residents of the town of Valleyview and the MD of Greenview. Both 
of the consultants have also been a part of the Valleyview and Area Early Learning and Childcare Centre 
Society from 2006 and have seen the struggles and triumphs of the committee.  
 
Bernie Napier was the first Early Learning Consultant for our area. She has lived in the MD of Green View 
since 1971 and is now a resident of the Town of Valleyview. Bernie has her Early Childhood Education 
Diploma and has been very active in the Child Care community and ran the previous Valleyview 
Children’s Daycare for 17 years. Bernie has been very active in supporting the steering committee and 
has spent many hours looking for suitable space for Child Care. She will be retiring from her consulting 
position in the near future and will then focus volunteering for Knowledge Tree. 
 
Christin Trofimenkoff has been an Early Learning Consultant for the past year and was also the Early 
Intervention Worker at Alberta Health for three years in the Valleyview area. She has her Early 
Childhood Education and has many years of experience in the Early Learning and Childcare field. She 
moved to the MD in 2006 and immediately joined the steering committee for Knowledge Tree. She has 
helped create the by-laws and policies of Knowledge Tree Early Learning and Care Centre and has been 
involved over the past 8 years in helping make this dream become a reality. 
 
The consultants provide a much needed service to help advise us and keep us on the right track.  
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The Steering Committee 
 
The steering committee has included many involved parents and community members who have spent 
countless hours trying to make this a reality. Some have come and gone as their children are now in 
school and some are still very active and continue working hard at opening more licensed Child Care 
spots.

 A lot of time and effort has been put into acquiring space for Child Care over the last 8 years. In reality 
these locations did not work for some of the following reasons; too costly to purchase, too many 
renovations, too much up keep, black mold or asbestos in the buildings. The grant for the modular was 
denied for Valleyview because it was stated there were too many other empty locations to choose from.

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There are private day homes in Valleyview but The Network’s Early Learning Consultants and FCSS are 
not at liberty to share that information because these homes are not licensed or monitored. The 
numbers of children in these private days homes can include 6 children plus the providers own children. 
This means if a provider has 4 children they could have up to 10 children in their home. This is not an 
optimal situation. In licensed day homes the provider can have only a maximum of 6 children including 
their own children. Of these 6 children only 2 children can be under 2 years old and only 3 children 
under 3 years old; the other 3 children must be over the age of 3.  This provides a safer environment 
with greater care and learning.  

 

What does it mean to be licensed and accredited? 

Licensed facilities are monitored by the government through Family and Child Services Authorities. 
There are strict government codes that must be met to qualify for licencing. These include things like 
size of space, number of adults per children, levels of education staff have, and the quality of 
supervision and interactions the staff show. Licensing officers visit the centre unannounced several 
times a year to monitor what is happening.  

If a centre decides to go above and beyond licensing they can choose to go through the accreditation 
process which has even higher standards of care. Knowledge Tree has taken that path and has been 
accredited for 3 years.  

 

What does it mean to be an inclusive Child Care setting? 

Inclusive child care means that all children are included no matter what their abilities are. Knowledge 
Tree is an inclusive centre and at times has included an assistant for the children who require extra care. 
It also requires us to be completely wheelchair accessible so all families can access the care provided.  

  

Difference between Preschool and Child Care  

As per licensing there is no difference between the care provided in a Child Care Centre and a Preschool. 
There should be the same types of learning opportunities in both settings which include stories, music, 
art, outdoor play, and large & small group activities. The planning must meet the physical, social, 
emotional, creative and intellectual learning of each specific child. 

The following are the differences; 
Child Care can be accredited but not Preschool 
Child Care must have a level 3 certified staff & Preschool only a level 2 (There are 3 levels of education) 
Child Care can operate with certified staff only & Preschool can have one staff and one parent volunteer  
Child Care covers from Newborn to Kindergarten & Preschool runs for 3 and 4 year olds 
Child Care can run for a full day & Preschool only 3 ½ hours per day 
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At this time both preschool programs in Valleyview, OAP and Knowledge Tree; operate under a Child 
Care license so they can provide preschool from 8:30am to 3pm. Both programs do offer the parents the 
option of half days if that is what they prefer.  

However, five day a week Child Care is what the full time working parents of our community are lacking.   

 

Need for Child Care within Valleyview and surrounding MD of Greenview  

At this time there is one licensed profit Child Care Centre that holds 18 spots but is full and usually holds 
a waiting list. The two preschools run full most years and provide a learning opportunity for children 1 to 
2 days a week. These spots are used by parents for a number of reasons; first as a learning opportunity 
for their children, some use it so they are able to work part time, and some use the preschool on 
kindergarten days off so they can work full time.  

At this time Valleyview is lacking; 
Full time care for families needing Child Care five days a week for multiple aged children in one location 
High quality monitored Child Care for children from 12months to 2 years  
After School Care 
 
Many of the small children in our community are not receiving consistent care because families have to 
access 2 or more places for their children during the day. Consist care is very important at a young age 
for bonding purposes.  
 
Low to moderate income and single parent families need the subsidies provided by the government in 
licensed Child Care which are not available in private child care.  

 

What are subsidises and how are they accessed? 

The Ministry of Human Services provides financial assistance to eligible lower-income families using 
Licenced Child Care centres, Licenced pre-schools, Licensed out of school care centres and other 
approved Early Childhood Development programs. 

Maximum subsidy rates vary by program type, the age of child and number of children in the family 
attending child care. There are criteria for eligibility outlined on line at, 
http:humanservices.alberta.ca/financial-support or by calling 1-877-644-9992. Current child care subsidy 
rates for eligible families vary from $628.00/month for infants to $310.00/month for out of school care. 

Our staff members are trained to give assistant to any parent wishing to apply for this service, and the 
families can have free access to our internet and our computer to apply. 
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The following are comments from parents and families within the MD and Town. 

“I am looking for a subsidy approved child care center..” 

“I moved to the MD almost eight years ago and had to give up my position with Alberta Health because 
there was no quality licensed Child Care I could take my children too.”  

“ I am a single mother of 3 who seriously needs to get a job to provide for my family, the only problem is 
child care for my youngest daughter who is 14 months...my other two children are in school...I’m hoping 
to find an 8:30-4:30 job...please msg me if interested with your rates.” 

“We are in the early stages of looking for childcare for our daughter beginning in this coming May. She 
will be 11 months old and we are hoping to find someone who is flexible and a good fit as a caregiver for 
our daughter. Please PM me if you are interested. Thanks” 

“Yes, I would like to help (with the steering committee)! Please message me or share information! Thank 
you so much for organizing that!” 

“This is awesome Jodi, I do not need childcare and do not work, but I do know that this is very needed 
here in our town.”  

“I have been sitting on the Knowledge Tree committee since 2006 trying to help get Quality Care in this 
community, but we are always  blocked by the need for adequate space, it just too expensive for a non-
profit without support.” 

“Many of the town’s professional workers find it difficult to work in Valleyview because of the lack of 
choice in quality care.” 

“It’s so difficult to pay for childcare in this town because almost everyone is private and can charge 
whatever they want, and there’s no help from subsidies”  

 

Job Creation  

Knowledge Tree Early Learning and Childcare Center will employ 4 full time and 2-3 part time positions   
creating jobs in our community.  This new centre will also help employers in our community as their 
employees will be able to find suitable care.  

With the Government wage top-up grant programs in an accredited facility like Knowledge Tree a Child 
Development Supervisor (Level 3) will make in excess of $22.00 per hour.  The top-up program is there 
to offer child care workers better wages and the center will benefit by retaining the staff. 
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Proposed Sites for Child Care  

There are two options in the future that this committee can see. These two options include; a site within 
the Multiplex being discussed in Valleyview at this time and the previous Water Treatment Plant/Perron 
building. The latter has been renovated and leased out for the last two years as a store and office 
building and is an immediate option.  

 

A. Option One - Multiplex 

There is a possibility of having a centre within the multiplex which would be a great location with 
possible extra actives that the children could be involved in. This could include having a Fieldhouse for a 
few minutes of gym time a day for excise or possible swimming trips. Depending on what the agreement 
would look like we could pay a flat rent for our space with utilities and maintenance included in that 
rent.  

Draw backs are that we would be relying on the fact this project would go ahead and that child care to 
meet the needs of the community would be included. Also the fact Parents are in need of care 
immediately and are working hard towards that goal. 

Our requirements would be to place approximately 35 children in full time care. We would need three 
rooms for children from 12 months to 5 years, a room for after school care. If drop in care was wanted 
for the parents using the space we could work with the multiplex to try and make that happen. Drop in 
spots could be handled in one of two ways; a separate room that could be group care for the drop in 
children or a few spots in each age group, as we would have to stay within government ratios (number 
of adults per number of child in each age group). The drop in children would have to be classed as part- 
time and registered in the program to meet regulations. 

 

B. Option Two – Old Water Treatment Plant/Perron Building 

The previous water treatment plant has become available for lease and we have had a chance to view 
the building. This building has some great potential. On one side we can provide care for 22 Children 
from 12 months to 6 years and there is possibility of providing after school care pending the fire 
inspection. The other side of the building has 6 offices which would provide rental income to help cover 
the cost of the lease. There is a kitchenette where we can store some food but not enough equipment 
to provide hot lunch yet, although there is enough room for expansion to provide hot lunches and 
snacks in the future.  The building looks to be in excellent repair but as per regulations we need a fire, 
building & health inspection.  
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Lease details have not been written out but if the lessor agrees to provide maintenance of the building it 
should be feasible for a non-profit society to be sustainable. 

 There are some minor renovations that would need to happen to meet the Government regulations. 
These have been discussed with the lessor and have been approved as possible changes. The 
renovations include one bathroom on the childcare side of the building, plumbing for a washer and 
dryer, a ramp for the outside of the building to make it wheel chair assessable and a fence for the 
outdoor play space.  

Drawbacks to this location are that we may outgrow the 22 spaces that we can provide as per regulated 
floor space requirements. Possible solution would be to remove walls in offices to create another larger 
room; however this has not been discussed with the lessor nor have we looked at it from a detailed 
financial point of view. The second drawback is we cannot have a washroom facility right in the room for 
the three to five year old children, they will have to use the washroom located in the second room for 
the children under 3. In an optimum centre each room would have their own washroom and water 
source for washing hands before & after meals and clean-up purposes.   

We can see this option opening as soon as June 1st, 2014; following minor renovations and extra 
supplies to meet regulations. See Attachment 2. 

 

Opening Date 

Valleyview & Area Early Learning and Child Care Center Society will run two centres. We will be keeping 
the preschool at St. Stephen’s and it will be called Knowledge Tree Preschool. The second location at the 
old water treatment plant will be called Knowledge Tree Early Learning & Child Care Centre.  

The preschool program ends in May and the society can to move the existing Child Care licence from the 
school to the new building with a minor change in the number of children. To move the licence we 
require is a site visit from Licensing and Accreditation. Along with the previous mentioned inspections. 

That will then give us until August to apply for a second license to cover the Preschool space at St. 
Stephen’s School starting for the fall term in September.  
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What Valleyview and Area Early Learning and Child Care Centre Society can provide 

We have a variety of toys, cubbies, tables, chairs, resources that have been in storage for the past 8-10 
years.  We hope that most are still useable, but being an accredited program, we have to maintain a 
certain level of excellence in our equipment, toys, programming. 

The society has completed a number of different fundraisers in the past which include a Magic Show, 
Canada Day fish pond, and highway clean-ups. We intend to fund raise again this year by doing the MD 
highway clean-up under our non-profit society.  Our parent volunteers are ready to help with the set-up 
of the new centre to open for our target date of June 1, 2014. 

We would like to let you know that the steering committee has gathered extensive data in the last 8 
years about what our community needs in the area of Child Care and have the skills, resources, 
partnerships and knowledge to support a program that will help to meet the Child Care needs of our 
families within Valleyview and the MD of Greenview.  See Attachment 1 – Projected Budget 

 

Support from the MD of Greenview  

We would like to ask for support from the MD of Greenview to help us provide these services for our 
community and MD residents in the form of monetary help to cover the cost of some renovations and 
start up equipment to meet regulations. Included is a breakdown of the items we would need and the 
renovation costs.

MOTION: That Council table consideration of the Wapiti Corridor Multi Use Plan (WCMUP) until feedback from 
the Alberta Environment and Sustainable Resources (AESRD) review of the WCMUP has been released and the 
May 9th, 2014 meeting with the Wapiti Corridor Planning Society, County of Grande Prairie, and the MD of 
Greenview Staff to amend the Plan has occurred.  
  
BACKGROUND / PROPOSAL:   
 
Council recently discussed the Wapiti Corridor Multi Use Plan (WCMUP) at a joint meeting with the Wapiti Corridor 
Planning Society (WCPS). It was determined that a joint meeting between staff would be established in which 
Greenview’s specific concerns could be addressed. That meeting has not occurred and is currently scheduled for 
May 9th, 2014. Shortly after the joint meeting with Council the WCPS met and made two amendments to the Plan. 
They have approached several members of Council asking that the Plan be approved without delay.  
 
As part of this discussion Staff recommend that Council give consideration to two main questions: 
 

1. Does Council agree with the land use ideas contained within the Plan? 
2. Does Council agree with the future role to undertaken by the Wapiti Corridor Planning Society as outlined? 

 
The Plan outlines various locations for certain land uses within the subject area. If the Plan is adopted and 
followed, these uses would be enshrined in various legal documents such as Greenview’s Municipal Development 
Plan, Greenview’s Land Use Bylaw, and the Provincial Land Use Framework (forthcoming). One area of concern 
needing to be looked at within this context is the effect that the WCMUP would have on the Grovedale Area 
Structure Plan. Of concern also is whether or not Alberta Environment and Sustainable Resource Development 
(AESRD) will endorse the Plan as they are a major jurisdiction in the subject area. 
 
Further there is consideration required to the fact that Greenview is in collaboration on the Wapiti River Water 
Management Plan (WRWMP) for the same area with AESRD and stakeholders. The WRWMP will have the 
environmental data and scientific studies included to establish sustainable uses in the area. All the regulatory 
Authorities are involved and the WRWMP will also factor in all of the other plans within the area including parts 
and pieces of the WCMUP as knowledge based data. The intent of the WRWMP, as well as the Terms of reference 
is the same as the WCMUP. However the WCMUP is knowledge based and created by a society that does not have 
the authority to govern land, Crown or private, compiled with knowledge based information at best that has several 
discrepancies between the content of the plan and Council’s Strategic Plan. 
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Recreation is a definite key use promoted within the WCMUP; however, the MD needs to ensure that adequate 
attention is directed to the importance of ensuring that the locations in which we promote these activities can 
sustain the use without further amplifying the negative side effects. The WCMUP does not provide any information 
to allow us to determine these facts. The WRWMP being led by AESRD in collaboration with Greenview and 
adjacent stakeholders will contain the scientific data required and make recommendations on uses that would be 
sustainable. 
 
At this time the WRWMP is currently reviewing and collecting data on the main stem of the Wapiti within the same 
area from Pipestone Creek to the confluence of the Smoky, at strategic locations before and after contributories 
and discharges. Further the WRWMP is a collaboration of all stakeholders and funded as such, Aquatera is funding 
the water quality and quantity as well as fish habitat study currently under way, as well the MD has been approved 
for a Grant with other stakeholders within this plan area to undertake other studies or programs as required. This 
data will then be used to recommend uses upland in the contributories.  This Plan will be considered or rolled into 
the “Alberta Land Use Frame Work” (ALUF). 
 
AESRD is actively involved with the WRWMP as previously stated, as well as the review of the WCMUP.  It has been 
stated by a lead representative for AESRD that they will be discussing their findings from the review of the WCMUP 
mid-April. 
 
For this reason Staff is recommending that the WCMUP be tabled until the AESRD review and the scheduled May 
9th, 2014 meeting have taken place. 
 
Staff also believes there is value in Council discussing their comfort with the role WCPS has outlined for itself. If 
followed, the Plan will be enshrined within legislation. While the WCPS indicates that it would help to find funding 
sources, the Society is also looking to establish itself as a referral agency, for the subject area. Staff questions 
what the desired outcome of such standing is. In addition it is the Society’s stated intent to regularly report on how 
effectively the municipalities involved are following the Plan. Staff’s concern about this arrangement is that the 
Society may be effectively judging Council’s performance within the subject area according to their own metrics 
without regard for Council’s broader roles and responsibilities. 
 
If Council opts to choose an option other than to table the WCMUP, Staff will ask for further direction on how 
Council would like to endorse the plan and give it the legislative Authority in which the WCPS and the Plan states. 
This can be done through the process of; 

1. Amending the land Use Bylaw (LUB) as per Division 5, of the Municipal government Act (MGA) to 
allow for a special area or district within the LUB (this would require the WCMUP be put through the 
public hearing process and sent out to referrals as well as affected parties or, 
 

2. Adopt the WCMUP as an Intermunicipal Development Plan as per section 631 of the MGA and 
further General Provisions in Statutory Plan Preparation section 636 or, 

 
3. Adopt as Area Structure Plan, requiring the WCMUP to be put through section 631 of the MGA and 

further General Provisions in Statutory Plan Preparation section 636. 

In conclusion, Staff is recommending this WCMUP be tabled till such time that the findings of AESRD’s review to 
conclude mid April 2014 are released and the WCPS, County of Grande Prairie and the MD Staff meeting 
scheduled for May 9, 2014 has taken place. 
  
OPTIONS - BENEFITS / DISADVANTAGES:   
 

MOTION OPTIONS CONSIDERATIONS 
2. MOTION: That Council does not Endorse the Wapiti 
Corridor Multi Use Plan. 

The WCMUP in its current form, does not comply with 
Provincial or Municipal Legislative requirements. (The 
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Plan is outside the mandates of a Society or even 
Municipal jurisdiction.). 
Discussion throughout the RFD establishes AESRD as 
the administrator of Public Lands. The Society; 
however, has clearly stated it will be reviewing 
Council on its performance within the WCMUP of how 
the Plan recommendations are being upheld. With no 
consideration to Council’s broader scope of 
responsibilities to the municipality as a whole. The 
municipality would have to be prepared to lobby 
AESRD as the municipality has no authority on Crown 
lands or public lands without it being granted 
approval from AESRD. 

3. MOTION: That Council Recommend the Wapiti 
Corridor Multi Use Plan be amended. 

As per the current arranged meeting with the Society 
as well as the County of Grande Prairie No. 1 staff. To 
be held May 9, 2014 to amend the WCMUP as 
recommended. Ensuring that the Plan reflects the 
authorities within its mandate as well as ensure that 
it does not diminish the MD of Greenviews current 
legislative authority.  
Council would benefit from the information disclosed 
from the AESRD review of the WCMUP. Then further 
from the meeting slated for May 9, 2014 with staff. 
Information provided at both meetings would allow 
for Council to make a more informed decision on all 
available information from all required authorities. 

4. MOTION: That Council Endorse the Wapiti Corridor 
Multi Use Plan 

Staff recommend that consideration not be given to 
this motion as there are discrepancies between the 
Society’s interpretation of the Plan and their 
authority. Further, the Plan is to mandate uses on 
public lands, in which the Society nor the Municipality 
has any jurisdiction over. 
AESRD is collaborating with Greenview as well as all 
other stakeholders to create a Public Lands Plan 
(WRWMP) which will take into consideration the 
required cumulative effects through the collection of 
scientific data required to make assumptions on what 
and where to recommend Land Uses. The Wapiti River 
Water Management Plan covers the same area as the 
Wapiti Corridor Multi use Plan. Consideration of the 
knowledge based information gathered to prepare 
the WCMUP will be utilized during the creation of the 
WRWMP. As AESRD being the administrative 
authority on Crown Land, the WRWMP will be 
encompassed within the Alberta Land Use Frame 
Work (ALUF).

Collaboration Undertaken by the MD 
To Date on the WCMUP 

(Schedule B) 

Back Ground; 
 
WCMUP started in late 2008, to 2009.  
 
Staff was asked to review the Wapiti Corridor Multi Use Plan (WCMUP) in August 2013. Upon Staff’s review of 
the WCMUP, a recommend action was put forward to accept the plan for information as well as a list of 
concerns over the details of the Plan and Authority of the Society to create a plan for Public or Crown Land. 
 
All of council agreed to accept the Wapiti Corridor Multi Use Plan for information as advised by Staff as per 
September 24, 2013 Motion 13.09.570. (See attached Schedule C &D) 
 
Late October early December 2013, Staff was directed to review the plan and further assist the Council 
representative on the WCPS Board. Clarifying the concerns over the content of the WCMUP, Authority of the 
WCMUP and way the plan was being portrayed. Further assessing the responsibilities of the municipality and 
the role of the municipality as set out within the WCMUP. Further to attend meetings as there was 
discrepancies over the views and procedures of the board and meeting minutes. 
 
January 14, 2014 Council Meeting (schedule E), Staff put a RFD forward that clearly listed items to consider 
in regards to the WCMUP Authority, wording as well as the discrepancies between Council’s position of 
accepting the plan for information and the MD actually supporting it as was stated in the Consultation report 
published by the Wapiti Corridor Planning Society (WCPS).  Staff recommended that letters be sent to the 
Minister of AESRD to clarify that the MD had accepted the WCMUP for information only, at that time (motion 
14.01.26) (schedule F). Secondly that a letter be sent to request that the WCPS amend the WCMUP to reflect 
that the MD had accepted it for information only (motion 14.01.25). Then the third was to set up an 
orientation day to review the plan with all of Council and Staff present, allowing for adequate information to 
make informed decisions on the WCMUP in the future (motion 14.01.24) (Schedule G). All motions were 
carried. 
 
February 24, 2014 an orientation day (minutes shown in Schedule G) was held whereby all of Council was 
present, as well as appropriate Staff. This meeting was recorded and the minutes clearly reflect the agenda 
covered and that the next step was for the WCPS to make arrangements to work with MD Staff to amend the 
Plan so that it addressed the concerns as they were presented. All of Council was in favour of this agreement, 
so too was the WCPS. 
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The WCPS held a regular board meeting March 3, 2014 (Schedule H). At this meeting the Councillor for the 
MD on this Board was presented with an amendment to one of the corridor wide recommendations, as well 
as an amendment to one section of the executive report. The Council representative and municipal staff 
present at this meeting suggested that these changes may not be enough and further considerations may be 
needed. Members of the WCPS felt adamantly that the “Board’s recommended changes dealt with any 
amendments required” to the WCMUP.  Further the WCPS Board requested that the council representative 
on the board present the amendments to Council. There are discrepancies between the minutes of this 
meeting and the events of this meeting 
. 
Council member Smith brought this matter up under members business; at the next council meeting March 
14, 2014 (as Council was in the middle of budget review time was limited). After consideration it was felt that 
the agreement of February 24, 2014 orientation day had not been met.  So when Mr. Bauer and Hammond 
contacted the MD they were told that they would have to work with staff to amend the WCMUP as agreed to 
at the February 24, 2014 meeting. Through email a date has been tentatively set for May 9, 2014 between 
the WCPS, County of Grande Prairie, and MD staff to review the Plan.

Paving of 36th Avenue in Valleyview 
Greenview has received notice that the Town will be paving 36th Ave. The funding for paving this road is being partially raised 
through a local improvement tax. Greenview has several properties along the paving route and, under the Municipal 
Government Act, is subject to the local improvement tax. Greenview’s amount is estimated to be approximately $63,000.00. 
This amount was included in the approved operating budget as it was anticipated that Greenview would pay it as one lump 
sum instead of over 10 years. 
 
Meeting with County of Grande Prairie 
The afternoon of April 29th has been set for Council to meet with the County of Grande Prairie to discuss issues of mutual 
concern. The meeting will be held in Valleyview. In preparing an agenda, Staff as asking if Council has any specific issues that 
they would like to address. The meeting is currently scheduled to begin at 1:00 p.m. 
 
Meeting with Valleyview RCMP 
I recently met with Valleyview RCMP to start building a relationship between myself and the detachment. Good discussion 
was held and I am optimistic that this will continue as a positive relationship. 
 
Municipal Government Act Review 
On April 3rd I attended the MGA review session in Grande Prairie. Various Staff have also attended other parts of the multi-
day session. Some interesting discussion took place throughout. Of note during this session, which was for municipal 
administrators, is that some Staff from various municipalities suggested mandatory sharing, specifically regional pooling of 
linear assessment. I expressed the opinion that this should remain as is and that revenue sharing should be left as voluntary. 
To this end I expressed an opinion that mandatory sharing could have the potential of actually reducing current sharing 
levels in place between many municipalities.  
 
Rural municipalities still have an obligation to maintain their own infrastructure and a mandatory sharing proposal could 
threaten their ability to do this. Even if infrastructure demands were met, the revenue left over may not be enough to share. 
Additionally, an argument could also be made that if revenue sharing was mandatory in any way that there would be no 
philosophical reason to provide additional sharing of funds beyond what was mandatory. 
 
It also came up during discussion that, in another session, industry was pushing for an end to the Well Drilling Equipment 
Tax or, at the very least, more transparency as to where this money was spent as it is collected to help maintain roads used 
by industry. 
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Regional Collaboration – Utilities 
This joint meeting between Greenview and the Towns of Fox Creek, Grande Cache, and Valleyview will occur in Valleyview 
on April 17th. The date was moved at the request of the Town of Grande Cache. At the meeting Mr. Bill Barclay of Reynolds 
Mirth Richard Farmer will present the Council’s with different options regarding the formation of the municipal company 
as well as the pros and cons of each. 
 
AAMD&C Guests 
Greenview took representatives from our three enclaved urban municipalities to the AAMD&C Spring Convention. This 
initiative was recognized by Minister of Municipal Affairs Ken Hughes during his address to the several hundred gathered 
delegates. The Minister’s recognition of Greenview has been highlighted in the forthcoming newsletter.  
 
Managers’ Workshop 
Greenview will be conducting a Managers’ Workshop later this month. This is an in house training session covering several 
topics. Some topics on the agenda include the preparation of RFDs for Council and use of social media. This session will 
also allow for the Senior Management Team to share our vision and philosophies regarding the organization and its 
culture. It is intended that these in house training sessions will occur once or twice a year with topics to switch from event 
to event. The overall intent is to help ensure that the organization’s managers are developing and have the tools that they 
require to excel at their jobs and to create/reinforce a culture of excellence. 
 
It is anticipated that a similar session tailored to non-management staff will occur in the future as well. Some parts will be 
the same and some topics will differ as needed. Greenview offices will be open as normal during these sessions.

11 Mile Road – 1 landowner for 1 ¼ Sec. 
RR 230 – 2 landowners on acreages 

• Brushing has been completed on RR234, Twp. 704 and RR10. 
• BF74434 has been installed and road opened back up March 29th with winter shutdown meeting scheduled for 

April 1st. 
• 11 mile road was tendered and closed March 28th with 2 bids received. Seeking legal advice regarding executing 

existing caveat on the last property. 
• Work is continuing on the Gordy Drainage project. Have run into doing some additional undercut to remove 

unsuitable material from under the structures. 
• The Flood Creek Road Smoky River bank erosion at Milner Power project is going well. They did have a couple 

days where delays were encountered due to trains in the way blocking access, but since has been resolved. 
• Should start to look at a strategic plan meeting to update 10 year capital plan so that work can be passed out to 

consultants to start to work on so they can be ready for time of tendering. (permits, approvals and land 
acquisitions etc.) 
 

Water, Waste Water & Solid Waste 

• Setup of cameras at lagoons to monitor vandalism 
• Meeting with Flowpoint to discuss sewage receiving stations at lagoons. 
• Received draft tender for completion of three water points. 
• Reviewing Schedule of Fees and Water/Wastewater bylaws. 
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• New attendant at Sturgeon Heights Transfer Station. 
• Purchased compactor for regional Landfill Commission, awaiting delivery 

 
Operations 

• The Wapiti gravel supply contract to provide up to 150,000 tonne of road crush gravel was grossly overestimated 
as to the quantities available from the site south of Highway 43 near Sturgeon Lake. Only 30,000 tonne was 
produced from this area and Wapiti has agreed to complete the contract with gravel from their Fox Creek 
stockpile site at the same rates as the contract prices. However they might not have sufficient quantities to fulfill 
the entire 150,000 tonne. At present it appears that 90,000 tonne might be all they have in total unless they 
arrange to crush more this year. We feel that with the amounts now delivered to the three stockpile sites in the 
Valleyview area we will have enough to complete this year’s graveling program 
 

• Road bans were put on all but a select few roads that have full strength asphalt on March 14th but were relaxed 
on March 20th due to colder weather. Greenview does have a special permitting process in place for some loads 
that must move through the area for those users that a ban would have serious financial or logistic implications. 
By-law 99-273 authorizes the Superintendent of Public Works (manager of operations) to issue permits with 
some condition attached. It is important to note that the contracted by-law enforcement officers be notified of 
all permits that are issued to prevent any tickets being issued in error. 

 
• Eight companies have posted bonds totalling $1,122,750.00 on roads that they deem important to their 

operations and restricting travel would have a serious impact on their business. These roads are in various areas 
of the MD and a major portion of the Forestry Trunk Road is covered. A portion of the bond ($168,412.50 ) 
is  non-refundable. An estimated amount is included in the revenue portion of the operations budget each year 
in anticipation of these bonds. 

 
• Tenders have been received and approved for two plow trucks, grader district contracted maintenance and 

grader blade and carbide tips supply. Tenders have been received and waiting for approval for one fifteen foot 
mower, two roadside mowing tractors, one yard tractor, one vibratory compactor, replacement and additional 
pickups for new hires approved by Council and one new replacement grader. 

 
• The Grovedale sand and salt shed construction is progressing on schedule with completion expected in the 

middle of April. The trusses have been delivered for the Valleyview sand and salt shed with construction to start 
in May. 
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
